At MATA we follow the command of Jesus to pray that that God will provide more laborers for His spiritual harvest (Luke 10:2 and 
Matthew 9:35-38). We also put feet to our prayers by exposing as many people as we can to His ministry at MATA through events 
and conferences. This month, MATA will be present at three different conferences. 
• By the time you read this, Becky and I will have just completed an exhibit at the Converge Northwest Connect Conference held 

this year in Stanwood, WA, on October 3rd for around 250 Baptist pastors and Christian leaders coming 
from Washington, Oregon, Idaho, Montana, and Alaska.  

• Please keep us in your prayers while Clayton and another MATA staff member, Don, travel on October 11th to Multnomah  
University in Portland, OR, for the two day “Ignite” student conference. We expect to encounter up to 400 middle and high 
school students who will come from all over the Northwest, primarily through their church youth groups. These Christian stu-
dents have expressed a desire to specifically learn more about missions and mission opportunities. We   
anticipate that there might be a great interest in MATA’s Mission Aviation Summer Camp for teens.  

• On October 18-19, Clayton will be in Renton, WA for the annual region-wide Missions Fest Seattle confer-
ence. We expect hundreds of children from local Christian schools, charter schools, and homeschools to attend the Friday 
Field Trip to learn about missions from various speakers over three sessions, including a speaker from MATA. This event is in-
tended to inspire local Christians to be involved with missions by praying for, supporting, or serving as missionaries. Another 
MATA speaker will be at one of the many seminars and workshops for adults, providing information, inspiration, and tools to 
accelerate church ministry and missions. (BTW: MATA was a key player in founding and establishing  
this event in 2006.)
