Your partnership with our ministry in aviation is producing fruit in many places around
the world including Papua, Indonesia (which shares an island with Papua New Guinea).
You are blessing many people with the great love and Gospel of Jesus! This island (2nd
largest in the world) is home to some of the most remote people groups on earth. Rugged mountains, dense jungles, and active
volcanoes stand in the way of more than 250 ethnic groups separated from the outside world. Because of you, MATA is able train
missionaries for agencies that use airplanes to expand the Kingdom of God. Just a few days ago, Jacob was promoted to be Me-
chanic in Charge of aircraft used by MAF (Mission Aviation Fellowship). MAF has served Papua since 1952—reaching isolated Pa-
puans by supporting churches and mission efforts, saving lives through medical evacuation flights, and creating access to commu-
nity development projects, education, and crisis relief. MAF missionary families, with the help of close to 80 Indonesian staff,
operate and maintain nine MAF aircraft from five bases in Papua. Thank you for helping us to train and equip missionary pilots.
