About 82% of Alaskan villages have no connecting roads. Imagine yourself —
growing up as a child in a small and very remote village where overland travel is
infrequent. The next closest village is at least ten miles away with rough terrain to
traverse. Winters are very cold and dark. And sadly, the majority of parents are _
addicted to alcohol or other substances. Domestic abuse of children and teen suicide §
are real problems. Many villages have no pastor or Christian leader to guide them.

During the winter MATA sends a team to work on airplanes which are then used
to do God’s work during the summer. The summer months are when many camp " - -
and Vacation Bible School (VBS) ministries are in full operation. Aviation is a valuable = — = ‘ -
tool Christian workers use to travel to isolated villages to introduce Jesus to villagers ; E ‘ =
on site or to transport campers and camp workers to a central location for an amazing week of VBS and Bible camp. Thanks to your prayers

and/or support, MATA provides air transportation for children & youth to attend Bible Camp at no charge to their families. Over the years YOU
have helped to transport hundreds of campers and workers to various Christian camps which can and do transform and impact a lifetime of
decisions for those who attend. Every year we see young people give their lives to Jesus! Our ministry focus this year is to provide aviation
services to Kokrine Hills Bible camp (which is not far south of the Arctic Circle on the Yukon River).
